DISTRICT LOTTERY TICKETS AND WHERE DOES IT GO

District Lottery tickets are our only major fundraiser. Solely intended to be sold to District Lions and immediate families, this project does not receive the attention that it is properly due. Conflict with club fundraising efforts is part of the issue, but also, so is the overall lack of attention given to this. One can only conclude that the reason is that many do not know about it or what it designed to do. Club officers, you have a responsibility to your membership to keep them informed about such things. Do not assume that no one may be interested just because you may not be interested. Tickets are distributed in early August and are for one month only.
 Partial proceeds fund our Vice District Governor’s yearly expenses (defined in the C&BL at $600 maximum.) This does not cover one half of the VDGs year’s expenses, limited to State Council meetings only. All of our PDGs worked very hard to create and maintain this program. 

· Other proceeds help pay for our District Club Officer Training each and every year at LCCC, yes, we the district pay for this. (Cost to attend $0, cost to host this event around $1,000.) This year, a change in venue brought cost to $200.

· Club President’s gavels and Club Secretary’s engraved pens.

· Proud Lion and Proud Sponsor Awards.

· Our Annual Fall Rally, cost to you of $7, the balance is also funded by the district. 

· Our District Cabinet Meetings are posted at $13 including the tip. Our actual cost, with tip, is somewhere around $14-$16 per person. The 50/50 tickets cover just some of the balance. Can you guess who pays the difference? We do, your District. 

· And what about postage, paper and printing costs for mailing Cabinet Minutes and District Newsletters, we pay for it also. 

· You already know about how we keep the cost of the District Convention well within manageable terms by subsidizing the costs of some of the meals.  

· Who pays for the Peace Poster winners, their cash awards, their engraved plaques and dinner for them and their families? 

· Let’s not forget the district directory.

· Vice District Governor’s badges.

· The District Officer’s Bond.

· All medals and awards throughout the year.

· Gifts and complimentary meals for our International Speaker at the District Convention. 

· Convention flowers (they looked nice, didn’t they?)

· Necrology booklets; flowers and services; to name just a few items.

· And what about the District sponsored membership contests. Where does that $200 come from? You got it, the District pays for it.

· And I know that I have forgotten so much more. 

Some of you may look at this list and say that we are trying to do too much, so let’s cut back a lot. Well, my answer to that is that we don’t do enough. We look every day for a way to save a dollar, to reduce expenses, but we also need your help and support.

B. At least five (5) years of perfect attendance

C. Service as either Club President or Club Secretary or other exemplary service

D. Good standing in a Lions Club in good standing in a district in Multiple District 14

2. Application for the Pennsylvania Counselors Distinguished Service Award shall be submitted by: 

A. The Lions Club President who will sign and forward to the Chairperson of the Past District Governor’s organization within the Sub-District. 
B. The Chairman will sign and forward to the District Governor of 14-W.
C. District Governor, 14-W, will sign and forward to the President of the Pennsylvania Counselors Association. 
D. Pennsylvania Counselors President will review, approve or decline, sign and authorize presentation of the award.

E. Applications shall be on prescribed forms furnished by the Pennsylvania Counselors and MUST be received at least two weeks prior to the February State Council Meeting.  (or by JANUARY 20th, 2012)

3. Presentations shall be made at a Sub-District function and should be made by the President/Chairman of the Sub-District Past District Governor’s organization.

4. This year’s Chairperson is Past District Governor Patty Warwick. The required form is elsewhere in this newsletter.

CALL FOR INTERNATIONAL DIRECTOR CANDIDATES


At the State Council Meeting held in Harrisburg, PA on August 6th, 2011, the State Council of Governors took action to endorse a candidate for International Director at the 2012 International Convention in Busan, Korea. This candidate would be an advocate for Pennsylvania and Lionism on the International level. State Council is requesting all eligible districts with no less than 1250 members and 35 Lions Clubs to consider endorsing a candidate for this high office. (District 14-C qualifies but cannot nominate a candidate because the district will be hosting the State Convention in May 2012) 


A candidate must meet the requirements for International Director as outlined in the Lions Clubs International Constitution & By-laws. “A candidate for the office of International Director shall:” 

· Be an active Member in good standing of a Lions Club in good standing. 

· b. Have completed or be completing a full term or major portion thereof as district governor of a full district of this association 

· c. Secure the endorsement of a convention of his/her district. Provided, that the convention of the sub-district shall be eligible to endorse a candidate 

· d. Secure the certification of endorsement of his/her district (sub and multiple) in accordance with the by-laws or constitution.” 


Interested candidates should send their resumes along with the endorsements of their club and district to the State Office no later than January 20, 2012. All qualified candidates should contact their district governor or the PA Lions State Office for further information. 

LIONS INTERNATIONAL ESSAY CONTEST RULES 
Contest is open to students who are considered visually impaired according to their national guidelines and will be 11, 12 or 13 years of age on November 15, 2011. 
 Only a Lions club can sponsor the contest. 

· The contest may be sponsored in a local school(s) or organized, sponsored youth group(s), or individuals may be sponsored as well.   

· The contest theme is “Children Know Peace.”  

· Essays must be no longer than 500 words in length, submitted in English, type-written in black ink and double-spaced.  

· Each essay must be submitted with a completed entry form. Essays submitted without completed entry forms will be automatically disqualified. 

· Only one entry per student per year, and each entry must be the work of only one student. 

· Essay entries cannot have already been published. 

· Any essays found to be plagiarized will be automatically disqualified and the student will be prohibited from entering any future Lions competitions. 

· One grand prize winner will receive an award and US$5,000. The winner will be notified by February 1. 

· The postmark deadline for a club to send one winning essay to the district governor is November 15. Note: A participating club should notify its district governor in advance of sending an entry. 
· The postmark deadline for a district to send one winning essay to the multiple district council chair is December 1. 

· The postmark deadline for a multiple district to send one winning essay to the Public Relations Department at Lions Clubs International is December 15. 

· Multiple districts may send their essay entries and forms to: Essay Contest, Public Relations Department, Lions Clubs International, 300 West Twenty Second Street, Oak Brook, IL 60523-8842. Entries and forms may also be sent to Lions Clubs International Headquarters by fax at 630-571-1685 or e-mail to pr@lionsclubs.org (the words “Lions Essay Contest” must appear in the Subject Line of the e-mail). 

· Participants accept all responsibility for late, lost, misdirected or illegible entries. Entries sent with insufficient postage will be disqualified. 

· Entries cannot be acknowledged or returned; they become property of Lions Clubs International upon receipt. 

· Essays cannot be published without written permission from Lions Clubs International. However, sponsoring clubs, districts and multiple districts have permission to publish their sponsored essays. 

In consideration for the opportunity to enter the Lions International Essay Contest, participants agree to allow Lions Clubs International to use their names, photographs and essays for promotional and publicity purposes. An international grand-prize winner is not eligible to receive subsequent prizes in future Lions International Essay Contests. By entering, participants agree to be bound by these rules and the decisions of the judges and Lions Clubs International. 

Lions Clubs International may cancel the contest without notice at any time. The contest is void where prohibited, taxed or restricted by law.
