Greetings Fellow Lions,

As we move forward into this New Year, we need to reflect on the past
year and all of the GREAT accomplishments that our Foundation has completed. Without your
support we would not have been able to improve our programs and help the many individuals
in our communities.

Speaking of our programs, they are doing FANTASTIC! Last year our Foundation improved the
Hearing Unit Program by adding a new generator to Unit A. With this improvement, we were
able to have the hearing unit screen in towns where we were not able to conduct screenings
in the past. Our Diabetic Unit also saw improvements with the purchase of a new camera.
This new camera is very user friendly, quick, and the results time back from the doctor to the
client has been cut down tremendously. The Social Services Program has seen an increase in
the number of individuals we have helped with our Reconditioned Hearing Aid Program. Our
Foundation has assisted 80 new individuals over the past two years, moving our total close to
300 clients. Camp Lions 2016 had another GREAT YEAR! Every camper was sponsored and we
need to thank all of the clubs for their continued support with sponsorships. Our Low Vision
Program sponsored over 300 students this past year. For the cost of $290, those students
were given an eye exam, glasses and or special vision aids to help them with their everyday
lives. Asyou are setting up your club’s budgets, please consider setting aside at least $290 to
sponsor one or more Low Vision students.

Candy Day is just around the corner and will be held on Friday, October 14" and Saturday,
October 15™. | look forward to meeting and visiting with each of you at your Candy Day Jam-
borees.

Help Us Welcome the Newest Face to LIF

The Lions of lllinois Foundation has a new face for your viewing pleasure.

Go to http://www.lionsofilliniosfoundation.org to see our newest addition! We now have a QR (quick-response)
code that links directly to our website. These odd-looking, black-and-white, pixelated designs were originally
used by the automotive industry, but today they are most often found in magazines, newspapers, ads, and now
on our Lions of Illinois Foundation website.

QR codes offer an efficient way to create links to websites, but they can also store text, phone numbers, email addresses, calendar
events, or send SMS messages. Here are some tips on how to use a QR app to access the data you want.

First, you need a QR-code app and a smartphone or tablet equipped with a camera. Here’s the website address to download the FREE
app to your Apple device. https://itunes.apple.com/us/app/quick-scan-gr-code-reader/id483336864?mt=8

There are several others to choose from, but this is free and offers the following review: “Simple, elegant and non-annoying,” by Laser D.
“Want a simple app that allows you to easily scan QR-codes without fuss? Well look no further. Quick Scan is appropriately so named. It's
so easy, it's unreal. Great for folks who just want to scan, not learn the secrets of the universe.”

Android users can try either Red Laser or QR Droid, and BlackBerry users will like QR Code Scanner Pro. All of these apps are free to
download, and each one should handle any standard QR code just fine.

When you launch your app of choice, you'll see that your phone's camera is activated, with an on-screen framing guide. Line up the cam-
era on your device with the QR code you want to scan, and hold the device steady until the app can read the code in front of it. It’s that
simple. Impress your friends, your family, and your coworkers with your newly acquired tech savvy skills.
