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Thoughts and Ideas about being a Cabinet Officer

District 1-A Governor
Membership is the lifeblood of any Lions Club. If there are membership drops we have to ask ourselves
e Does our club have a retention and mentorship program in place?

e Do the sponsors of new members understand their roles regarding their relationship with the sponsored
member in keeping them involved in club activities and meetings?

When a member leaves the club and the Association are they advised that they are always welcomed to come
back when they are ready?

If YES is answered to these questions, then the club and its members have done what is needed to reduce the
drops. If NO is answered then there is some work to do. These are just a few questions that need to be asked
and each needs to be answered by each club individually so that they can stabilize their membership and grow
their clubs and the district. Recruitment is only one piece of the puzzle; the other pieces are Orientation, Men-
torship and Retention. They all fit together to form a solid foundation and building blocks for a great club."

District 1-A 1% Vice District Governor

The 1st Vice District Governor in cooperation with the GLT Coordinator is in charge of the Mid-Year Forum
which is usually held every year in January.  As part of the mission of the 1% Vice District Governor, the
Governor assigned Regions 2, 4 and 6 to my supervision to make myself aware of any issues that they may
have and offer resolution to any problems they may have, if the Governor is not immediately available. Any
issues involving unpaid District and Lions Clubs International bills are brought to my attention for follow up.
The position of 1% Vice District Governor also entails attending region meetings, council meetings and other
multiple district and district functions as directed by the Governor. This type of involvement is a precursor to
assuming the office of District Governor for the following year.

District 1-A 2™ Vice District Governor

It has been an exciting first half of the year with the chartering of two new clubs and the efforts of all the clubs
that brought in new members. I want to extend my sincerest thanks to everyone involved. I appreciate all the
information and advice I'm receiving from District 1A officers (past and present) and look forward to all the
training to come. I know as individual clubs we can make a difference in our community, but I believe that if
our clubs work together we will be even stronger. Regions 1, 3, and 5 come under the jurisdiction of the 2™
Vice District Governor to determine if any problems have arisen and help with the resolution of same.

District 1-A Cabinet Secretary

One of the main things the Cabinet Secretary is responsible for is sending out the dues statements to each
club. This has a breakdown of the District dues, State (MD-1) dues, Lions View Magazine and the amount for
the 2017 Convention that was allotted for 5 years. The invoice is emailed to the President, Secretary and
Treasurer. The amount is due upon receipt of the invoice to the Cabinet Treasurer. There are two billings —
one after July 1* and the other after January 1%. If these dues are not paid in a timely manner there will be a
1% interest charge added to the balance due.

Also, many clubs confuse this invoice that is due to the District with the one that is sent by Lions
Clubs International for the International dues of each member. These are two completely separate
invoices but both are the responsibility of the Club Treasurer to be paid. No one is allowed to vote at
the District or State Convention if their club dues have not been paid..

District 1-A Cabinet Treasurer

Interacting with the membership dues of District 1-A with 72 clubs and 1,818 members is the main
responsibility as the Cabinet Treasurer of 2015-2016. Statements are sent by the Cabinet Secretary in
two lots; First Half covers July through December and the Second Half covers January through June.
These dues are payable within 60 days from the date of the invoice, otherwise a 1% interest per
month past due over 60 days will be collected.

It is the duty of the Cabinet Treasurer to make sure that payments are received on a timely manner as

in turn, there is a responsibility with the Lions of Illinois, Inc. to reimburse them what is owed as a
district on what has been collected from the respective clubs. In some situations, we encounter
such problems with number of clubs not remitting their dues on time. As a reminder, the second half
statements are due out in January and it is hoped that all District 1-A Clubs' will fully cooperate in
sending their payments accordingly. No one is allowed to vote at the District or State Convention if
their club dues have not been paid.

We en-
tered through the back of the temple and were met by extremely friendly people with a simple hello and es-
corted to the front of the temple where we were greeted with over 300 large plastic bags which had already
been filled with non perishable foods of all types along with socks, hats, hand sanitizers and the like. All items,
including hats, gloves and small blankets had been donated by stores, business, Lions and people who simply

Despite the cold drizzle which continued, tables were set up outside for those residents of the community who
came by and quietly waited in line for their chance to get one of the bags and look through the used clothing
that had been collected for them.

Additionally, | had an opportunity to talk with one of the people in line who told me that
he was going to have to leave the room where he currently is staying. Unless he finds something else in the
area he plans on going over to the local bridge underpass where other people are living outside and surviving.
It was a very thought provoking conversation - you really don’'t’ have much to say in response - but he wished

me well, said thank you and walked off into the rain.

We had an opportunity to talk with some of the monks who resided at the temple - what a delight they were -
they loved to have their picture taken and went out of their way to pose with anyone who wanted a photo. One
of the monks even "fast talked” my daughter into having her photo taken with him after they found out that she
had spent over three (3) weeks in Thailand. | believe this gentleman was duly impressed with Colleen and her
ability to communicate with him. Our lesson for the day, you do not shake hands with the monks but rather po-
litely bow!

The “2015 Feeding the Homeless” is over and now the Thai Club is looking towards 2016 to begin the collec-
tion process again. Unless something unforeseen happens - | definitely on returning again to be a part of this

very unigue community service project as it reminds me why | am a Lion.
